Book:  No Author

Title of book.  Place of publication:  Publisher, Date.

Book Corporate Author

Name of organization.  Title of book.  Place of publication:  Publisher, Date.

Example

National Geographic Society.  Mysteries of Mankind:  Earth’s Unexplained Landmarks.  Washington, DC:  National Geographic, 1992.

Book:  Editor(s)

Last name, first name, ed./comp./trans. (abbr.)  Title of book.  Place of publication:  Publisher, Date.

Book:  Part of a Book
Last name, first name.  “Title of short story, poem, chapter, article, or essay.”  Title of book.  Author/ed. of book.  Place of publication:  Publisher, Date.  Pages.

Last name, first name.  Kind of interview.  Date.

Reference Book With an Author

Last name, first name.  “Title of Article.”  Title of book.  Volume and/or edition.  Place of publication:  Publisher, Date.

Example

Schaller, George B.  “Gorilla.”  World Book Encyclopedia.  Vol. 8.  1994 ed.  Chicago, IL:  World Book Inc., 1994

Reference Book Without an Author
“Title of article.”  Title of book.  Volume and/or edition.  Place of publication:  Publisher, Date.

Example

“O’Dell, Scott 1898-1989.”  Something About the Author.  Vol. 60.  Detroit:  Gale Research Inc., 1990.

Magazine Article With an Author

Last name, first name.  “Title of article.”  Name of magazine.  Date of publication:  pages.

Example

Murphy, Austin.  “End of an Epic.”  Sports Illustrated.  Dec. 4, 1995:  48-50.

Magazine Article Without an Author

“Title of article.”  Name of magazine.  Date of publication:  pages.

Example

“Breakthroughs in Science, Technology, and Medicine.”  Discover.  Dec. 1992:  18.

Newspaper Article

(If an editorial, include the word editorial after the author’s name.  If a letter to the editor, include the word letter after the author’s name.)

Last name, first name.  “Headline of article.”  Name of newspaper.  Date of publication, edition:  section and page numbers.

Hess, Davide, and 

Robert A. Rankin.  “Government Goes Back to Work Today.”  Austin American-Statesman.  Nov. 20, 1995:  A1.

Letter or Memo

Last name, first name.  Subject line.  Description (letter or memo).  Recipient’s name.  Date.

Example

Peterson, Marshall.  Re:  Research Materials.  Letter to Peggy Leslie.  Sept. 9, 1992.

Film or Video Recording

Title.  Director.  Performers, producer, etc.  Original release date.  Distributor.  Medium (ie.  videocassette, DVD, slide, filmstrip).  Publisher, date.

Example

It’s a Wonderful Life.  Dir.  Frank Capra.  Perf.  James Stewart, Donna Reed, Lionel Barrymore.  1945.  Videocassette.  Republic, 1998.

Use the source citation that is always listed at the bottom of each article for your documentation.

Online Image, Sound, Video Clip

E-mail. Listserv, Newslist

Last name, first name.  “Subject line from the posting.”  Date.  E-mail to recipient’s name.  Date of message.  Address of the listserv or newslist (omit for email) (Date of access in parentheses).

Example

Wise, Olga.  “Book Group Meeting.”  Sept. 7, 1996.  E-mail to Peggy Leslie. (Sept. 9, 1996).

Computer Software, CD-ROM

Last name, first name.  “Title of part of the work or article.”  Title of product or database.  Edition, release, or version.  Electronic medium.  Place of publication:  Publisher or distributor, date.

Example

Hickman, Craig.  Kid Pix.  Diskette.  San Rafael, CA:  Broderbund Software, Inc., 1991.
